Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Tuesday, September 23rd, 2008.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Allen Schmeichel. Trustees present were Dawn Hahn, Jeff Kaufman and Theresa Muth. Leslie Ideker was absent.  

The minutes of the September 4th and September 8th meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held. The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The burn pit was discussed.  The utility manager has had several items placed out there that do not belong.  The revised ordinances will have a fine of $500.00 for unauthorized dumping.  A new larger sign for the burn pit was discussed.  The sign will state what is allowed to be dumped at the burn pit. No household garbage or concrete is allowed at the burn pit. 

Jeff Eckhoff arrived at 7:30.  Jeff is with MCEDA.  Jeff handed out information regarding MCEDA and gave a short presentation.  Jeff left at 8:00 p.m.
Having a fall clean up day was discussed.  The consensus was that it was too late in the year to have one this fall.  A fall clean up will be reviewed again in the early summer months.  
Sections one and two of the revised ordinances were discussed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Hahn to approve the changes and send the sections to the City Attorney to be reviewed.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

Sections three and four of the ordinance will be reviewed at the October 14th, 2008 meeting.  Toby Brown from SECOG was not able to attend tonight’s meeting due to illness.  

The Fees Resolution was discussed. 

The 2009 Budget Ordinance was submitted for the second reading.  After discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the second reading of the 2009 Budget Ordinance.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  (E-mail attached) 

The agreement with Second Chance Rescue Center was submitted for review.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Hahn to approve the agreement with Second Chance Rescue.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Don Boll was present to discuss projects he is working on.  The school is working on some drainage issues.  Donnie wanted to know what he should do with the pump house area.  He will be sweeping the streets and winterizing Pressler Park in the next couple of weeks.  Other items discussed included the stop signs on Ford Street, the Faith Lutheran parking lot and campers.
