The minutes of the April 27th, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Open discussion was held. Items discussed included Washington Street, 6th Avenue, drainage by the school, summer help, the summer rec program, chip sealing and pot hole filling. 

The floor was opened for nominations for Mayor.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Kaufman to appoint Allen Schmeichel as mayor.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with Kaufman, Griepp, Hahn and Muth all voting yes and Schmeichel voting no.  

The appointment of the finance officer was held.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to appoint Kristie Ellis as finance officer.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The appointment of an Attorney was held.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Hahn to appoint Sabrina Meierhenry as the City Attorney.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

Engineers were discussed. 

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to designate the Humboldt Journal as the official paper for the City of Humboldt.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Hahn to designate Farmers State Bank and SDFIT as the City of Humboldt’s Financial Institutions.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

Items discussed for the Municipal Bar were the financials, food, employees, check cashing fees and the remodeling project. 

The band has been booked for the Street Dance on Friday, July 24th, 2009.  

The city attorney is working with the title company to get the title work done for the park land and the school land swap.  

Midcontinent has indicated that they could not come to an agreement with the NFL Channel and will no longer be offering it in their programming.  

The City of Sioux Falls will be contacted for culverts. 
The City will receive a 50/50 grant for the removal of tires. 
The 2008 surveys will be reviewed at the next meeting. 

The Sioux Falls Surplus property auction and the Rural Water Consumer Confidence Report were discussed. 

The City of Humboldt and the Utility Manager, Don Boll, have received the 2008 
Drinking Water Certificate of Achievement Award. Congratulations! 
The water tower cleaning contract was discussed. 

After discussion the Board decided to not have a second meeting in May. The next meeting will be on June 8th, 2009.  
Toby Brown from SECOG arrived at 8:15 p.m.  Toby was present to discuss the final draft of the Municipal Ordinances.   The first reading for the revised Ordinances will be on Monday, June 8th, 2009 with the second reading to be held on July 13th, 2009.  

The board will review the Ordinances one more time to make any changes before the first reading.  

Toby will also be planning a meeting with the council to brainstorm what projects the council feels need to be done in the next five to ten years. A special meeting will be scheduled for this.
