Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Thursday, August 13th, 2009.  The meeting was postponed from Monday August 10th, 2009 due to several scheduling conflicts. The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:05 p.m. Trustees present were Dawn Hahn and Ritchy Griepp.  Theresa Muth and Jeff Kaufman were absent. 
The minutes of the July 20th, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Hahn to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Open discussion was held.  Items discussed for the Humboldt Community Center included the events that are held there, the auto scrubber, maintaining the walls and floors and the fountain pop machine and canisters.  Verbal complaints regarding property mowing and other various issues were discussed.  
The Poker Run Organizer, Dave Froke, reported that the poker run fundraiser was a huge success this year. The poker run received a donated Troy-Bilt riding lawn mower from Dave Groen from Small Engine Repair in Kenneth MN. The mower was raffled off and $1850.00 was raised. The poker run and other donations of $520.00 brought the total amount raised to $2370.00.   All of the proceeds of this fundraiser are for the Humboldt Veterans Memorial. Thanks to all who participated.  

An anonymous complaint letter regarding several concerns and the employees of the City was reviewed.  The City Attorney was contacted and indicated that since the letter was anonymous, the items pointed out in the complaint did not need to be addressed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to go into executive session at 7:20 p.m.  to discuss the individual items in the complaint. Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to reconvene the meeting at 7:40 p.m.  A motion was made by Hahn and seconded by Griepp stating the after reviewing and discussing the complaint letter, no further formal action is required.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
The public hearing was held for the resolution R-08-13-09 regarding the leasing of water tower space to KeyOn Speednet, LLC. No one from the public was present for the public hearing.  After reviewing the resolution and the lease agreement, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve resolution R-08-13-09 and the lease agreement.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Becky Reynolds, bar manager, arrived at 8:10 p.m.  The financials for the bar were reviewed.  The board indicated that the new bar stools have really improved the atmosphere at the bar.  Certain rules being broken by one of the employees were discussed extensively.  The remodeling project for behind that bar and expanding the video lottery area are being worked on slowly. Becky left at 8:35 p.m. 
The completed set of revised Ordinances was given to the board members to review.  The second reading will be on Monday, August 24th, 2009. 

The 2008 Annual Report was given to the board members for review.  Further action of the report will take place at the August 24th, 2009 meeting. 

Heather and Steve Van Zee submitted a financial report on the results of the 2009 Car Show.  The car show made about $1500.00.  Of this amount, a portion will be donated to the Park Improvement Fund, a portion will be given to Dakotabilities and the rest will go toward advertising for next years show.  

The information received from Banner and Associates regarding the three drainage site problems reviewed at the July 20th meeting was reviewed and discussed. 
The Surplus Property Auction in Sioux Falls was discussed.  The list of surplus items was reviewed.  Chairman Schmeichel asked if items still could be placed on the auction and requested that the sewer lift pump be put on the auction.  The City of Sioux Falls will be contacted for deadline information.  

A letter is being sent to DENR regarding the problem on the southeast corner of the lagoon. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to table the H&H Contracting Agreement and cleaning results, the survey, the Sewer Manhole repair, the stimulus info, the SDML Conference, and the State Water Plan until the August 24th meeting.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The amendment to the Healthpool agreement regarding COBRA was submitted for approval.  After review a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Hahn to approve the amendment.  Roll call was held. The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Clint Haensel has requested a refund of the building permit fee he paid in 2006 for the Motel project that fell through.  The request was submitted to the Planning and Zoning Board.  The Planning and Zoning board voted to pay back all but 10% of the fee.  The City Board agreed to the amount of the refund.  
The preliminary 2010 budget will be handed out at the August 24th meeting.  The first reading of the 2010 budget will be at the September 14th, 2009 meeting. 

The bills, financials, and payroll were all submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Hahn to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. (e-mail attached)

With no further business, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to adjourn the meeting at 9:15 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
