City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, October 23rd, 2006.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth and Larry Skari.  Others present were Ralph Tuschen from T&T Antiques and Sonja Ahlquist the bar manager.
The minutes of the October 10th, 2006 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

The public hearing for the Building Permit and Variance applications submitted by T&T Antiques to remodel the west side of the T&T Antiques building and a Variance on the west side of the building to be 17ft off the property line instead of 25 ft off of the property line.  The purpose of the variance is to allow an 8ft cooler to be added to the west end of the building.  The floor was open to discussion.  No comments were made.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the Building permit and allow for an 8 ft Variance on the west side of the building.  The motion carried. 

The public hearing for an on and off-sale Malt Beverage License was held.  The floor was open to comments. No comments were made.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the Malt Beverage License application.  The motion carried. 

Items discussed for the bar included new policy procedures.  A sample policy was obtained from the City of Freeman.  The policy was reviewed and the appropriate changes made.  The policy will be retyped and submitted for approval at the next meeting.  Other items discussed included Jack’s bill, the on-sale till, the Chili Cook Off and the Costume Party.  

Two change orders were submitted for approval for the Pressler park project.  The first was to add insulation to the outside walls and ceilings.  The addition was in the amount of $300.00.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the insulation change order.  The motion carried.  

The second change order was to change the ceiling finish from cedar panels to metal panels.  The amount of the change order was $490.00.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to deny the change order to change the ceiling finishing.  The motion carried. 

The quotes from Second Chance Rescue Center and Humane Society were submitted.  However, since the quote from the Humane Society was received, the director of the Humane Society resigned.  It was suggested that the quote from the Humane Society be verified prior to reviewing.  The finance officer will call the Humane Society to verify the rates.  

Resolution R-10-23-06-01 adjusting the rate for 2001 gallons of water usage and on up to be in 1000 gallon increments and increasing the rate for 6501 gallon quantities used on up, was submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to approve Resolution R-10-23-06-01.  The motion carried. (E-mail Attached)
The SRF resolution regarding the surcharge for water rates was reviewed.  Since the Water Project Bid came in approximately $102,000.00 over the engineers estimate, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to table the revised surcharge resolution until after the meeting with MCWC on Tuesday, October 24th, 2006 to see what our options for proceeding are.  The motion carried. 

Ordinance O-10-23-06-01 regarding increasing the minimum sewer rates to $17.00 to comply with the minimum amount of sewer charge allowed by DENR to apply for Sewer Grants and SRF Loans.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the first reading.  The motion carried.  The seconded reading will be on November 13th, 2006.  

The applications received for Assistant Finance Officer were reviewed.  Of the seven applicants, four were chosen to interview.  The interviews will be scheduled for Thursday, November 2nd, 2006 at 7:00.  The candidates will be contacted.  Marti Sidel from Planning and Zoning and Bob Zirpel from the Ambulance will also be asked to attend the interviews. 
The water and sewer sections of the Town of Humboldt revised Ordinances were reviewed.  The changes will be made and two more sections will be reviewed at the next meeting. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 9:20 p.m.  The motion carried.
