City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in special session on Monday, September 25th, 2006.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 5:30 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth and Larry Skari.

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the drainage ordinance and the utility ordinances until the October 10th regular meeting.  The motion carried. 

Changing the regular meetings from once a month to twice a month was discussed.  After discussion, a motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to change the regular meeting date from the 2nd Monday to the 2nd and 4th Monday each month and add the change to the Ordinances.  The motion carried. 

The assistant finance officer was present to discuss nuisances and building permits.  

New resident packets were discussed.  Kim suggested that the local businesses be contacted to place coupons or specials in the packet for the new residents.  The board agreed that would be a good idea and indicated that they would like that option pursued. 

The 2007 car show was discussed.  

Kim requested that the board approve the purchase of an Adobe Subscription which is $100.00 per year and will allow her to place more information on the Webpage.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the purchase of the Adobe Subscription.  The motion carried. 

A change order was submitted by Contracting Unlimited to change the sofits, fascia and trim on the new picnic shelter from wood to metal.  The amount of the change would increase the contract by $1140.00.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to approve the change order.  The motion carried. 

The sworn statement of proof of loss for the picnic shelter was submitted for the Mayors signature.  

With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Skari to adjourn the meeting at 6:30 p.m.  The motion carried.
