Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, July 13th, 2009.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m. Trustees present were Dawn Hahn, Ritchy Griepp and Jeff Kaufman. Theresa Muth was absent.  Others present included Eric Schuler and Ed Begeman.  

The minutes of the June 23rd, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Hahn to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Open discussion was then held.  Items discussed included the fence for the bar, the bushes around the HCC, water drainage and the 2nd of July event.  The 2nd of July event brought in $1002.75 at the concession stand and $498.00 at the gate.  The mayor wanted to thank every one who volunteered to help with the event and make it a success.  

Ed Begeman was present to discuss items for the Municipal Bar.  The bar had a health inspection this week. The report was positive.  The flooring behind the bar was one of the repeat deductions. 

Other items discussed for the bar included the street dance on July 24th, new bar stools and the financials for the month of June.   Expenses were higher this month due an additional payroll for the month.  Volunteer are still needed for the street dance to take money at the gate, set up, clean up, and transport beer.  At least 12 people will be needed.
A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to move the car show agenda item down to right before the finance officer agenda item and move the drainage agenda item up after the bar.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
Eric Schuler was present to discuss the drainage problem that is present on his two lots.  The drainage issue and excess rain have made it very difficult for him to keep the empty lot maintained properly.   Schuler would like the problem corrected so that all of the properties involved will benefit. 
Other drainage problem areas discussed included the Jacobson property and the Pressler Park Property.  

After further discussion, it was decided that the city engineer should come out and look at all three problem drainage areas.  The finance officer will contact the engineer to set up a meeting as soon as possible. 

Eric Schuler left at 7:45 p.m.

Theresa Muth arrived at 7:50 p.m. and Toby Brown arrived at 7:55 p.m.

The quote from Micheal’s Fence to put up the 16 foot back stop on diamond “E” was discussed.  The cost to put the back stop up was a little over $1500.00.  The utility man does not have anything that will lift some one up high enough to put the back stop in.  The board was wondering how much of the quote was for mobilization.  The finance officer will find out. 
The light pole on Main Street on the East side right next to the N-rich plant was discussed. The shims that were placed underneath the base to stop it from moving have worked there way loose again.  The complete replacement of the pole and the light was reviewed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Muth to replace the pole as soon as possible.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The appointment of an engineer was discussed.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to appoint Banner and Associates as engineer until May 2010.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The Dakota Pump Bill for the repair of the motor for the lift pump was discussed. After review a motion was made by Hahn and seconded by Kaufman to request a certificate of workability from Dakota Pump, pay the bill once the certificate is received, put the lift pump up as surplus property and sell it.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Toby Brown was present to go over the Revised Ordinances for the City of Humboldt before the first reading.  The board asked questions and requested clarification on different items in several different Chapters.  After review a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Hahn to approve the first reading of the Revised Ordinances of the City of Humboldt.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
Other items discussed included the Department of Tourism free advertising request, unauthorized dumping at the Humboldt Community Center dumpster, the survey, the KeyOn Agreement, the Sewer Manholes, the Lagoon, the surface water discharge inspection, the H&H Contract and the Second Chance Rescue Agreement.  

The City of Sioux Falls has extra Mosquito Control Supplies that they would like to share with local communities.  The type of chemicals available and the expiration date on the chemicals were requested. 

The bills, financials and payroll were submitted for approval.  After review, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Griepp to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 10:05 p.m.  The motion carried.  
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
