Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, August 24th, 2009.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Dawn Hahn, Theresa Muth, Jeff Kaufman and Ritchy Griepp.  Heather and Steve Van Zee were also present. 

The minutes of the August 13th, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Hahn to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

Toby Brown from SECOG was is Vermillion at a meeting and probably would not make the meeting. The FEMA Flood Plain Section of the Revised Ordinances was taken out of the large Ordinance revision to have the second reading for approval.  The ordinance was originally to be incorporated in the revised ordinances however after discussion with the State FEMA representative it was determined that the section should be separate from the revised version because of the signatures required for the ordinances approval by FEMA.  
After reviewing the FEMA Flood Plain Ordinance FEMA 07-13-09-01 and discussion, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the second reading of FEMA Ordinance FEMA 07-13-09-01.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

Heather and Steve Van Zee were present to discuss the results of the Car Show and what they have planned for next year’s event.  The date of the event and the street dance were discussed.  There were comments on the Street Dance being on Friday Night instead of Saturday Night.  Steve would like to keep the car show on the date it has been and work with the individual in Madison who has a car show the same weekend.  Other ideas and changes were also discussed.  The council wanted to commend the Van Zee’s for the excellent job they did this year taking the car show over and if the city can help in any way for the planning of next years event to contact the finance office. 

The drainage recommendation from Banner and Associates were discussed. 

The survey results were reviewed and discussed.  Projects that may qualify for a grant were reviewed.  The finance office will research grant options.  Two items brought up were becoming a Tree USA City and a Walking/Bike Trail. 

The Front Foot Street Assessment Resolution R-08-24-09-01 was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Griepp to approve the Front Foot Street Assessment Resolution.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

Other items discussed included the Stimulus Information, a building permit refund, the SDML Annual Conference and the State Water Plan.  

The preliminary 2010 Budget numbers were given to the council to review before the September 14, 2009 meeting. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
