Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, June 8th, 2009.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m. Trustees present were Dawn Hahn, Ritchy Griepp, and Theresa Muth.  Jeff Kaufman was absent. Ralph Tuschen was also present.  

The minutes of the May 11th, 2009 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Hahn and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the minutes. Roll call was held.   The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to add Nicole Beaner’s Utility bill to the agenda under the Utility Manager. Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
Items discussed for open discussion included Ball Diamond “E”, the buildings in town for sale and possible stimulus dollars for small towns.  

The public hearing for the renewal of the Malt Beverage Licenses for the Town & Country Store, 38 Special and the Trophy Room Bar and Lounge was held.  After discussion and review, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve the license renewals for all three businesses.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.   

The revision of the Humboldt Ordinances was discussed.  There were several questions brought up that needed to be answered by Toby Brown of SECOG.  He had not yet arrived.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Hahn to move the ordinance after the Finance Officer.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  
Ralph Tuschen was present to discuss the Conditional Use application for the sign on Jesse Travis’s property west of the Bank property.  The public hearing was advertised before the actual dimensions of the sign were known.  When the application was submitted and reviewed, it was determined that the size of the sign was a permitted use and a conditional use permit was not needed.  The building permit was issued to the applicant Vince Siemonsma.  Ralph left at 7:30 p.m. 

The bar financials were reviewed.  The smoking ban and the ice machine were discussed. 

The Street Dance and Car Show were discussed.  The paper would like to know if the council is willing to pay the same for advertising as last year which was $500.00.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the advertising for the Street Dance and Car Show in the amount of $500.00.  Roll call was held. The motion carried with all present voting yes.  
The 2nd of July Celebrations was discussed.  There will be a Town Team Ball Game, Food and concessions and fire works.  Since no organization has come forward to organize a parade, inflatable toys and games in the park, they will not be held this year. 

The Celebration will be advertised in the Humboldt, Montrose and Hartford papers. 

The addendum to the agreement with the West Central School District was reviewed.  It states that since the final work on the land that the school is trading with the Town will not be complete this spring/summer, the School will be allowed to rent the property to an individual to farm for the 2009 planting season.  After review, a motion was made by Hahn and seconded by Griepp to approve the addendum.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The Warranty Deed transferring Lot 2 of Pressler Park to the West Central School District was signed by the Mayor.  The document will be mailed to the attorney for filing. 

The Utility Manager has submitted a locate for Washington Street.  He plans on working on Washington this week to get it to drain properly.   Putting in a manhole at the South end of Washington was discussed. 

The water by Ball Diamond “A”, the properties in Town that are in major need of mowing, and the letters from Midcontinent were discussed. 
The results of the Survey that was completed last fall were handed out to the board members.  The survey will be discussed at the July regular meeting. 

Clean up day, rummage sales, water tower maintenance agreements and the manhole at the lagoon were all discussed. 

The City Board received a Poppy Recognition from the American Legion Auxiliary. 
The utility bill that is being disputed by Nicole Beaner was submitted to the City Board for review.  After reviewing and discussing the documentation, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth that the information regarding the balance of the utility bill is valid and must be paid by Miss Beaner.  Roll call was held. The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The quote for the replacement of two man holes in town was reviewed.  The board asked the utility manager to find out who other towns in the area use for this type of work.  

DENR was in the area on April 16th, 2009 to conduct a routine solid waste inspection.  The board was provided with a copy of the completed inspection report to review. 
The drainage at the abandoned railroad property between Tammy Lukes and Alfred Johnson was discussed. The board wanted to see if there was any grant money available for that type of project. 
The utility manager wanted to know what he was supposed to do with the streets.  Does the board want to chip seal this year or just fix the pot holes?  The board requested an estimate of how many feet of chip seal would be needed to keep the roads in a fair condition.  An estimated cost will also be submitted. 
Two Elected Officials workshops are scheduled this year.  One is in Brandon on June 16th, 2009 and the other is in Pierre on July 10th, 2009.  The board was given the information to register for either meeting they are interested in. 

The finance officers will be in Pierre this week for finance officer school.  The office will be closed. 

The Municipal Clerks School is July 6th through the 10th in Vermillion and Kristie Ellis will be attending this training.  

The community access grant and trailer available from FEMA were discussed. 

A letter was received from a relative of a resident of Humboldt requesting assistance with property maintenance and finances due to illness.  The letter will be forwarded to the appropriate church affiliation. 

The bills, financials and payroll were all submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes.  

Since Toby Brown did not make the meeting, the first reading on the ordinances will be held at the first regular meeting in July.  

With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 p.m.  The motion carried.
