City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Tuesday, October 10th, 2006.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth and Larry Skari.  Others present were Sonja Ahlquist, bar manager and Steven Buysman from Exit Reality.  
The minutes of the September regular and special meetings were reviewed.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

Sonja Ahlquist was present to discuss the Chili Cook-Off and wild game feed that is planned for the 21st of October, 2006.  The ad is being placed in the paper.  Other items discussed included the Main Café’s bill for beer and bar employees. The financials were also reviewed. 
A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the Bar Policies and the security alarm until the October 23rd, 2006 meeting. 
The re-plat for Russ Larson for Lot 1A of Schievelbein Addition to the Town of Humboldt was submitted for approval.  The recommendation of the Planning and Zoning board is to approve the replat.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to accept Planning and Zoning’s recommendation and approve the replat.  The motion carried. 

Steven Buysman from Exit Reality was present to discuss properties that they have listed in town, the Interactive Building and the residential property at 216 E North St.  He introduced himself and indicated that any leads the board may have on either property, he would gladly investigate.  

The front of the Museum has been replaced.  It still needs to be painted and new letters need to be ordered.  

The repair of the Legion door at the community center and the Legion Memorial were discussed.   

The Pressler Park Bathroom project was discussed.  The project is coming along.  Items included in the discussion were insulation, additional concrete and painting the doors and poles. 

The speed limit on Ford Street was discussed.  It is not being followed at its current limit of 20 miles per hour.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to increase the speed limit on Ford Street to 30 miles per hour and have the Sheriff’s Department monitor it for a while to get the speed under control.   The motion carried. 

The trade in for the mower was discussed. A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the upgrade of the mower in the amount of $2975.00.  The motion carried.

A laptop computer was discussed.  Looking at the state bid, a Dell Laptop and a Gateway Laptop will all be reviewed for the best price.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to purchase a laptop computer for the best price.  The motion carried. 

At the last meeting the board approved the purchase of an insect fogger from Huron Federal Properties.  The Utility Manager picked up the fogger however there was not a manual on how to operate it.  All avenues to obtain a manual for the fogger were exhausted, including the internet.  With no instructions on how to operate the fogger, the fogger will be returned with no penalty.  Budgeting for a new fogger through the State Grant was discussed.  The State will be contacted for details.  
The 2004 Records Retention and Destruction Manual was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to approve the manual.  The motion carried. 

The finance officer will be attending Election School in Sioux Falls on December 1st, 2006.

Annual reports for FIT and SDPAA were submitted to the board for review 

The Second Chance Rescue Center has submitted their proposal for animal control service for the year 2007.  Since Second Chance Rescue Center has received the bid to do the City of Sioux Falls animal control, timely response issues were discussed.  The Humane Society will be contacted for an estimated cost on animal control services before a decision will be made. 

The annual Solid Waste Agreement was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Skari and seconded by Muth to approve the Solid Waste Agreement for 2007.  The motion carried. 

Tree trimming and mowing in the right of way’s in town were discussed.  A letter will be sent to the property owners of the areas that have been determined to be over grown and a potential hazard. 

The status of the Water Project was discussed.  Banner will be contacted. 

SECOG submitted an application for the State Water and Wastewater Plan.  The application is for a possible project to be completed in the next two years for the lagoon.  However in order to be considered for grants and low interest loans, the application must be in the Water and Wastewater Plan.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the application to the State Water and Wastewater plan.  The motion carried. 

The utility ordinances, water rates and water surcharge were reviewed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Skari to table the above items until the October 23rd, meeting the motion carried.  

The bills, financials and payroll were reviewed.  After discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Skari to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  The motion carried. (E-mail attached)
With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 9:35 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
