Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in special session on Monday, July 20th, 2009.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m. Trustees present were Dawn Hahn, Ritchy Griepp, Jeff Kaufman and Theresa Muth. Others present included Pat Carey and Kent Johnson from Banner and Associates. 

The agenda was reviewed.  A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Kaufman to table all the agenda items except the drainage item, the Dakota Pump Bill, the Lagoon Problem, the Tire Grant Agreement, the light pole and the Michael’s Fence quote for the back stop.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 

The Michael’s Fence quote was discussed.  Michael’s has been contacted and will get the backstop up by the end of August. 

The light pole on Main Street by N-Rich was discussed.  The utility manager has shored the pole and it is solid now.  

The agreement for the distribution of the funds for the Tire Grant was submitted for signing.  The documents were reviewed and the board President signed the documents. 

The problem at the lagoon was discussed.  The manhole on the southeast corner of the secondary cell was not taken out when the lagoon project was done in 1990.  The Department of Environment and Natural Resources will contacted to see what the best resolution is for removing or filling the manhole.  Pat Carey, engineer from Banner and Associates, also gave several suggestions as to what the best resolution to the problem could be. 

Pat Carey and Kent Johnson were both present to discuss the drainage problem areas in town.  They are the Russ-Mill property on 5th Avenue, the Jacobson property and the Pressler Park property.  The different issues were all discussed.  The engineers requested to go to each area and physically review them.  
With no further business, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Griepp to adjourn the meeting at 7:40 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
