Humboldt City Board Minutes
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Tuesday, October 23rd, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Jeff Kaufman, Leslie Ideker and Ritchy Griepp.  Others present were Todd Meierhenry, City Attorney, Jeff Barth, Minnehaha County Commissioner, and Barb and Giles Hanisch.  

The minutes of the October 9th, 2007 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes.  The motion carried. 

Open discussion was then held.  Reminders, the MCEDA and LCEDA Joint Annual meeting is November 7th, 2007. Any one wishing to attend should let the finance officer know by November 2nd.  The Sioux Falls Community Foundation meeting is on Thursday, October 25th, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Community Center.  
Julie Kueter submitted a sales break down for the Municipal Bar showing day time sales and night time sales separately.  The numbers will be discussed with the bar manager in November.  
Increasing the fees for liquor licensing was discussed.  The current rates charged are third class Municipality rates.  Since the City of Humboldt is now a second class Municipality due to population growth, the State law allows for a rate increase on certain fees.  After discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to increase the on-sale retailers license fee from $900.00 to $1200.00 and the off sale package liquor license fee from $300.00 to $400.00.  The motion carried.  

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to move the Ambulance District after the Police Contract on the agenda.  The motion carried. 

Tim Even and Bob Zirpel arrived at 7:30 p.m. 

Giles and Barb Hanisch were present to discuss their request to have the 150’ by 150’ piece of property west of the City excluded from the legal limits.  The pro’s and con’s for annexing and excluding property from the City limits were discussed with the City Attorney.  After discussion a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Ideker to approve the resolution excluding the 150’ by 150’ piece of property from the City limits because there are no utilities provided by the City to the property.  The motion carried with Kaufman, Ideker, Muth and Griepp voting yes and Schmeichel voting no. (E-mail attached) 
The 2008 Police Service Agreement was submitted for approval.  The contract will be the same as last year which is contracting for 10 hours per week at an increased cost of $12,740.00 per year.  After discussion, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to approve the agreement.  The motion carried. 

The Ambulance District was discussed.  Tim Even and Bob Zirpel were present for the Humboldt Ambulance to answer questions and Jeff Barth was present for the County to answer questions.  John Jarding arrived at 7:50 p.m.  After lengthy discussion, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Kaufman to approve the resolution to join the Minnehaha County Ambulance district.  The motion carried.  (E-mail attached)    
John Jarding, Tim Even and Bob Zirpel all left at 8:30 p.m. 

The Water Project was discussed.  Gayleen Lowe from DENR has scheduled a final inspection for November 1st, 2007.  

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to add the Township Property Agreement to the agenda.  The motion carried. 

The agreement to lease the property to the Humboldt Township for the placement of a new Township building was submitted for approval.  The property will be leased for 50-years or as long as the new building lasts.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve the agreement.  The motion carried. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 p.m.  The motion carried.
