City Board Minutes
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Tuesday, May 27th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Jeff Kaufman, Leslie Ideker and Dawn Hahn.  Others present were Don Boll and Jack Rieger.  
The minutes of the May 12th meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  With all members voting “yes”, the motion carried. 

Open discussion was then held.  Items discussed included curb and gutter, mosquito control and a sand box between diamonds B and C. 

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to amend the agenda to add the appointment of Kaleb Hight to Planning and Zoning above old business.  Roll call was then held.  The motion carried with all members voting “yes”.  

The two quotes for the flooring for the bar were reviewed.  The amount of difference is quit large.  The finance officer will verify that both quotes are for the same flooring products and installation.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to table the flooring quotes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting “yes”. 
A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Kaufman to appoint Kaleb Hight to the Planning and Zoning Board for a five year term.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting “yes”.

The purchase of additional land for the park was discussed.  Don Shumaker would like to change the portion of the land that the city is going to purchase.  A sample of the survey was reviewed.  The board will get together and go look at the land to determine which proposal will serve the city better.  
Todd Anawski from the Home Builders Association arrived at 7:25 p.m. 

Jack Rieger was present to submit the application for the Malt Beverage license to transfer it from his name into Shirley Eggers name and renew the license.  According to Carol Logan at the Department of Revenue, the whole publication process must start over.  The soonest that the public hearing can be is June 16th, 2008.  The finance officer will submit the publications to the paper.  
The outstanding bar bill and utility bill were discussed with Mr. Rieger.  He indicated that both will be paid in full by August.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to revisit the issue at the August 11th, 2008 meeting to make sure the bills are paid in full.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting “yes”. 
The 4th of July activities were discussed.  Advertisements need to be run and a vendor is needed for food.  The board would rather have a non profit organization do the food.  The finance officers will call the churches and Dawn Hahn will check with the Sharp Shooters to see if they would be interested. 
Also having a bean bag tournament or a kick ball tournament on either the 3rd or 5th  was discussed. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to move Todd Anawski to the last item in old business.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting “yes”.

Todd Anawski was present from the Home Builders Association to discuss the grant that is available to the members of the International Code Council to attend the ICC hearings in Minneapolis.  The amount of the grant is $850.000 per person.  The grants are first come first serve so the HBA would need to know as soon as possible how many and who would be attending.  The issue that the HBA is concerned with is the mandating of installing fire sprinklers in all new residential construction.  The meetings are set for September 17th thru the 23rd.  The individuals attending would need to attend the hearings pertaining to the fire sprinkler.  The information will also be presented to the Planning and Zoning Board and the Fire Department.  The board will let the HBA know if anyone is available to attend.  

The umpire fees for the summer ball program were discussed.  Since the price of gas has gone up some of the regular umpires were inquiring if the fees would also go up.  After discussion, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Ideker to increase the fees by $5.00 for the different levels.  Roll call was held. The motion carried with all members voting “yes”. 
The property on the east side of the city and was discussed.  A business is interested in purchasing the property to place a building on it to run an office out of.  The utility manager brought up that there is a three phase electrical line running on the east side of the road right of way.  Sioux Valley Energy will be contacted to see if they will move it and how much that will cost. 
The fire siren has had some issues lately.  The computer board got fried and when the service men from Blue Valley came up and replaced it they programmed and wired it incorrectly.  Metro communications has been out to correct the problem.  Do not know if there will be a bill submitted. 

A couple of the signs on the Large “Welcome to Humboldt” signs are deteriorating and need to be replaced.  The utility manager will get a quote for the replacement. 

The health department was here earlier this year and indicated that the dumpster needed to be on a cement pad.  The utility manager had the concrete poured last week. 
The drainage behind Lukes, the back up mower and the back up pickup were all discussed. 

The light poles that were for sale from the City of Sioux Falls in the amount of $250.00 were discussed.  The mayor went to look at the old ones and they are bent and rusted.  The city can hook on to the City of Sioux Falls bid for new poles in the amount of $510.00 per pole.  So the City of Humboldt can get brand new poles for $260.00 more.  
Budget amounts available were discussed.  Other options were discussed. 

Other items discussed included chip seal, gravel on 5th Avenue, manhole on Carlson St. and budgeting.  

The Municipal Clerks School will be budgeted for in 2009. 

The 2006-2007 Audit Engagement Letters were submitted for approval from Schoenfish and Co. in an amount not to exceed $8000.00.   After review, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to approve the engagement letters from Schoenfish and Co. and the quoted amount.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all members voting “yes”.  
The list of items that a fee will be attached to was submitted for review.  The emergency service provided by the utility manager was discussed.  Other cities will be contacted to see what they do on emergency situations. 

No updated information has been received for the ordinances. 

The disposal of RV waste into a septic tank was discussed. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to adjourn the meeting at 9:45 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
