The additional street lights were discussed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to have Sioux Valley Energy install 10 new SLA3 light fixtures on the existing poles, add 2 new metal poles with SL-15S25A light fixtures and one new wooden pole with SL-15S25A light fixture and add the 13 new lights to the Street Lighting Contract.  The motion carried. 

The lagoon was discussed.

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to table the following items until the Monday, September 25th, 2006 meeting: Bar financials, bar policies, pull tabs, security system, drainage at 5th and Madison and items under new business. The motion carried. 

With no further business, a motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Skari to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
