City Board Minutes 

The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Wednesday, June 27th, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Leslie Ideker, and Ritchy Griepp.  
The contract for the bar manager was submitted for approval.  The salary will be $23660.00 plus 4% commission on net profit after the first $5000.00 and benefits.

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the contract.  The motion carried. 

Items discussed for the bar included ordering Champagne for weddings, shirts for bar employees and other promotions. 

John Jarding arrived at 7:10 p.m. to discuss the quote for the storage shed at the ball diamonds. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Ideker to move the Shed Quote discussion after the bar on the agenda.  The motion carried. 

The quotes were reviewed and discussed.  John Jarding left at 7:15p.m.  

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to table the quotes for the Shed.  The motion carried. 

The Consolidated Grant and SRF Loan application approvals were submitted for approval.  The Consolidated Grant request is in the amount of $ 31,345.00 and the SRF request in the amount of $103,185.00 both for Architectural Fees and Project Construction costs.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Griepp to approve the pay down requests.  The motion carried. 
Payment Request number 3 in the amount of $7,823.70 for the Winter Brothers was submitted for approval.  A motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Griepp to approve payment request number 3.  The motion carried. 

Summer fun day advertising for craft tables and rummage was discussed. 

The 4th of July event and the Summer Ball Raffle were discussed. 

A sign posting the hours at the park was discussed.  Two signs will be ordered to reflect the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.  Special Events requesting later hours need to contact the finance office.  

Planning and Zoning made a recommendation to approve the changes to the Planning and Zoning Ordinances.  After discussion, a motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to table the recommendation.  The motion carried. 

A special meeting is scheduled for the board of adjustments for the conditional use applications for N-Rich and Siemonsma Properties on July 2nd, 2007 at 6:45 p.m.

Humboldt Community Center was discussed. 

Since we are no longer going to do an overlay this year on 6th Avenue, the utility manager requested to have approval to do more chip seal.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve to spend $15,000.00 on chip seal.  The motion carried. 

Other items discussed included the STIP meeting, Ordinances, Ck for Steve Becker and the Thank You from John  Deere in Garretson for purchasing the mower from them.  

With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Ideker to adjourn the meeting at 8:30 p.m.  The motion carried. 
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
