City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, February 9th, 2009.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen Schmeichel at 7:00 p.m.  Trustees present were Theresa Muth, Dawn Hahn, Jeff Kaufman and Leslie Ideker.  Others present were Mike Fokken from Impact Auto and Donnie Boll the utility manager. 

The minutes of the January 26th meeting were reviewed.  The date for the MCEDA meeting is February 10th not the 12th.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Hahn to approve the minutes with the MCEDA date correction.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  

Ed Begeman arrived at 7:05 p.m. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to add the appointment of a new MCEDA representative to the agenda after open discussion.  The motion carried. 
Open discussion was held.  The Fireman’s fund raiser is Saturday the 21st of February and the MCEDA Meeting is tomorrow. 

A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Kaufman to appoint Dawn Hahn as the new MCEDA rep.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with Schmeichel, Ideker, Muth and Kaufman voting yes and Hahn abstaining.  

Mike Fokken was present to discuss the 2009 Car Show.  The ad has been placed in 14,000 Auto mania magazines which have been distributed to a four state area.  Mike would like to hand over the car show to the City to run.  The board indicated that they do not have the knowledge or the time to run a car show.  Mike handed out financials from the past two years and ideas on how to reduce the man power needed to run the show.  Mike indicated that he would be available for consultation and to help.  He just has other priorities to attend to this year.  After review, the board indicated that they would try to find volunteers to run the 2009 car show.  Mike Fokken left at 8:00 p.m.  
Ed Begeman was present to discuss items for the Municipal Bar.  Items discussed included January 2009 sales, profit and loss statements; vent hood cleaning, the pizza oven lease, the quote for a larger walk-in cooler, and a history of the past three years of health inspections. 
The sewer lift station was discussed. The pumps are finally in and they will be put in as soon as possible.  The temporary pump became disabled so a new one was put in to replace it until both new pumps can be put in.  

The chlorine levels in the water were discussed. Donnie has reduced the strokes and length of stroke for the chlorine machine.  He is contacting Minnehaha Community Water Corporation to come out and check the chlorine machine
The revised 2009 Budget Ordinance was submitted for the first reading.  The revision was necessary due to a miscommunication between the county and the finance office as to where certain funds were coming from.  The revision is on the revenue side only.  Changing the line items where the funds will be coming from.  After discussion a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Ideker to approve the first reading of the revised 2009 Budget Ordinance.  Roll call was held.  All members present voted yes.  
A letter was received from SD Public Assurance Alliance requesting to give the city a quote on insurance.  The insurance was just bid one year ago.  The board indicated that they would not let for bids until 2010.  

The two outstanding bills for Dakota Pump were discussed.  Dakota Pump will be contacted along with the City Attorney. 

Outstanding utility bills were discussed. 

The bills, financials and payroll were all submitted for approval.  After review and discussion, a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Muth to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes.  (E-mail attached)

With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to adjourn the meeting at 9:15 p.m.  The motion carried.
