Humboldt City Board Minutes 
The Humboldt City Board met in regular session on Monday, January 12th, 2009.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Allen Schmeichel.  Members present were Theresa Muth, Leslie Ideker, Dawn Hahn and Jeff Kaufman.  

The minutes of the December 22nd, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes. 
Open discussion was then held.  Items discussed included the amount of chlorine being added to the water.  The utility manager indicated that there is a minimum and maximum amount range that the water needs to test at for chlorine content and our water is testing within this range. He will randomly test some houses to verify the amounts at the houses are between the required limits. 

A MCEDA Representative will need to be appointed as soon as possible.  Allen’s term is up and he does not have time to go to the meetings on a regular basis any more. 


The Fire Department held their annual meeting and there were a lot of people present for the meal and meeting.  
The café has closed its door for good.  No word from Herb Roe, the owner, as to what his plans are for the building. 

Items discussed for the Municipal Bar included the health inspection, advertising and expanding the lottery room.  The health inspection went well. The advertising for the bar will be done in the Colton Shopper, on the Marquee and in the Newsletter.  

The Pepsi representative was wondering if the Bar would like to have a pop machine in front of the building.  After discussion, it was decided that a pop machine would be ok outside of the bar in summer months only.  
The utility manager is going to brace the floor under the dance floor. 

Guidelines for residential properties and general business properties were questioned.  The guidelines will be reviewed and copies given to the board members. 

Two bids were received for the closet at the HCC.  The first bid was from Jarding Construction for $3075.00 and the second one was from Ideker Constriction for $1990.00.  A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to accept the lowest bid from Ideker Construction in the amount of $1990.00.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with Muth, Hahn, Schmeichel and Kaufman voting yes and Ideker abstaining. 
Other items discussed included storage in the large room at the HCC for the chair and table carts, the 2009 car show and the repair of two man holes in town. 

The local census testers would like to have a place in town to conduct the testing for the employees.  The board agreed that they could use the HCC small room for the few hours it would take for testing each month. 
The 2009 Salaries Resolution was submitted for approval.  After review, a motion was made by Kaufman and seconded by Ideker to approve the 2009 Salaries Resolution.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried with all present voting yes.  (E-mail attached) 

The results of the recent survey were reviewed. 

Toby Brown was unable to attend the meeting due to the weather.  He wants to go over all of the outstanding section of the ordinance at the January 26th, 2009 meeting.  

SECOG is also requesting information on possible projects that could possibly get assistance from the new stimulus package the new president will be proposing.  The finance officer will get the numbers together and fax them to SECOG.  

The bills, financials and payroll for the month were submitted for approval.  After review a motion was made by Ideker and seconded by Hahn to approve the bills, financials and payroll.  Roll call was held.  The motion carried, with all present voting yes. (E-mail Attached)
With no further business, a motion was made by Muth and seconded by Kaufman to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 p.m.  The motion carried.
