Humboldt City Council Meeting  
April 28, 2014 @ 7:00 pm

The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 28, 2014 at Humboldt City Hall. Trustee Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth, Adam Lund and Matthew Sieverding. Amanda Siemonsma was present for city personnel.  Mayor Ritchy Griepp and Daryl Sieverding were absent with cause. Others present were Nolan Fischer, Dave Derschan, Matt Heumiller, Steve and Ann Lias, Marc Sundermeyer, Adam Travis and Steve Becker. 
A motion was made by Sieverding and seconded by Muth to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on April 14, 2014. The motion carried with all members present voting aye. 
In open discussion, it was decided to put the Q125 Celebration events and schedule on the next agenda. Final decisions will be discussed and finalized. 
Marc Sundermeyer from Sundermeyer LLC gave a quick overview of the products and services he can offer to Humboldt for IT work and video monitoring. Siemonsma will be in contact with Marc to discuss City needs and wants. Any decisions will be made at a future meeting. 
Steve Lias was present to discuss the location of the street light in front of the future Elevator’s scale. After some discussion it was decided that the street light be relocated north of its current location. The cost of the relocation and any repair to the sidewalks will not be the responsibility of the city. 
Dave Derschan was present to ask permission to sell alcohol at amateur baseball games in town. Siemonsma will look over the city ordinances and report findings at the next town meeting. 
Ford Street stop signs were again a big topic of discussion. After much discussion, the stop signs are going to stay where they are for now and the speed limit is going to remain at 20MPH. The presence of the stop signs is causing mixed feelings throughout the city. The council’s main concern is the safety of residents and visitors, especially with the baseball season starting up again. Siemonsma will contact Minnehaha Sheriff and request more patrolling on the street. Daryl will set up a time to get the road graded and packed to reduce the wash board effects of the road. Calcium chloride will also be applied to the road soon and residents need to be aware that the calcium chloride, if let set on your vehicle, will cause some corrosion. Also, Siemonsma will be emailing the baseball association to remind them of the changes on Ford Street in hopes that the word will spread quickly. 
Property clean up letters will be mailed out with the May bills. Residents are encouraged to clean up their properties. This is a first effort attempt to avoid having the City step in and clean up properties at the resident’s expense. 

Department Reports:
Utility Manager – Daryl Sieverding was absent from the meeting with cause. The baseball fields are due for some new bleachers. A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Sieverding to purchase a new set of bleachers. The motion carried with all members present voting aye. Siemonsma will put an order in on the new bleachers. 
Agrilime is also needed for the baseball fields. A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Muth to split the cost of the agrilime and shipping between the city and the baseball association pending the cost of delivery. The motion carried with all members present voting aye. 
Finance Officer – Siemonsma received a payment due letter on a bond the city has with The New Title Company. She is asked to find out the terms of the bond and see if there are any penalties for early payoff. If no penalties, the bond will be paid off early to save interest costs. 

Siemonsma was given approval to attend workshops that will assist in needed training. The trainings will either be online or in Sioux Falls. 

Eide Bailly was tabled due to the discussion on trying to set up a meeting with MidAmerican Energy. Siemonsma will follow up with MidAmerican. 

With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:09pm on a motion from Schmeichel and a second from Lund.
