Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, August 8, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee, Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Mike Beaner and Amanda Siemonsma were present for city personnel. Brian Werner from Stockwell Engineers was also present. 
The agenda was approved on a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth. Motion carried.
A motion made by Lund to approve the July 25th meeting minutes was seconded by Griepp. Motion carried. 
Community Board Updates: Planning commission requests that each building permit application must include the building materials list. 
Old Business: Brian Werner presented the pay application #1 for the 2016 Street and Utility Improvements Project with Prunty Construction for the council’s consideration. On a motion by VanZee and a second from Schmeichel the pay application was approved. Motion carried. 

The complaint against ATS was discussed and the council recognizes the cleanup progress done by ATS. Continued progress and maintenance will be monitored. 


The community garden application and guidelines were reviewed and corrected. Adding water mains at the site was discussed. A motion by Lund to approve the water main intention adding 3 water services and a water main loop contingent on actual costs was seconded by Griepp. Muth, Griepp, VanZee and Lund voted aye and Schmeichel voted no. Motion carried. More information on project addition and costs will be obtained from Stockwell Engineers and reviewed at the next meeting. 


Community Center security was discussed. On a motion by Griepp and a second from VanZee the installation of a camera system in the center was approved. Motion carried. Siemonsma will gather costs and present to the board. 


Aluminum can bin is complete. Board is interested in renovating the Humboldt signs. The current signs will be measured and renovation costs will be gathered. Businesses will be contacted to provide new signs. 

Surplus signs and Community Center items will be auctioned off at the regular town board meeting on August 22nd. Interested parties are encouraged to attend.  On a motion by Griepp and a second from Schmeichel, the blue Town pickup, sander and trailer will also be declared surplus. Motion carried.  

City hall office building continues to be discussed. Through all discussions, the board is adamant about doing what is best for Humboldt. More information and discussion will be held. 


A video lottery machine fee will be implemented by the city beginning in 2017. The cost will be $25 per machine per year. 
New Business: The code enforcement officer will continue to monitor property maintenance and have all nuisances abated. Building permits are required for home and building renovations and additions. 

Fines for violating the city burn pit rules and regulations will remain at $100 per offense. Residents are reminded that the burn pit is for trees, bushes, grass and lawn clippings only and no household garbage or metal is acceptable. 


A community trunk or treat event at the Humboldt Community Center was discussed. Siemonsma will contact Lacey Healy from St Paul’s Church to see if they would consider moving their trunk or treat event and activities to the community center. Participation from churches, businesses and residents is needed to begin the annual event. Community involvement is key.

The board will not renew the postage meter contract with Pitney Bowes for the city office. Siemonsma will contact Humboldt post office to see if they are able to provide the postage for city mailings. This change will eliminate rental fees and provide more business for the local post office. 


On a motion by Lund and a second from VanZee, Resolution # 16-09, Land and Water Conservation Fund Application for grant funding and financial assistance, was approved. Motion carried. 
Department Reports:
Sheriff: 46.68 hours were logged in the city in the month of July. The full report is available at the Finance office.
Sewer: With the current sewer project in progress, sewer jetting will be completed in the spring of next year.
Water: On a motion by Lund and a second from Schmeichel, two water meters will be purchased for $605 each and installed at the ball fields and the fire station. Motion carried. Water loss report was reviewed. South Dakota Association of Rural Water Systems plans to conduct a leak survey in fall. 
Utility Manager: The chip seal bid was revised due to a change in the quantity ordered. A motion was made by Lund and seconded by Schmeichel to approval the additional cost of $2100 to complete the chip sealing. Motion carried. Mike Beaner has completed his ninety-day probation period. Beaner will receive his $0.50 raise effective immediately. Beaner is planning to attend water training this week.
Finance Officer: Siemonsma will be out of the office from the 10th through the 15th. Notice is posted. 
Claims: City financials were reviewed. All claims for the month and current payroll were approved on a motion by Griepp and a second by Muth. Motion carried.
