Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes
September 8th, 2014 7:00 pm

The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, September 8th, 2014 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Allen Schmeichel and Adam Lund. Matthew Sieverding and Theresa Muth were absent with cause. Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel.
On a motion by Griepp, second by Schmeichel, August 25th, 2014 meeting minutes were approved. Motion passed. 
In open discussion, the board decided to put an ad in the paper for a part-time job opening. The ad will be in the run in the Humboldt and Hartford papers. 
BUSINESS: After some discussion, a motion was made by Lund and seconded by Griepp to approve the rezoning of 208 S Roberts Street from the residential district to the general business district. The motion carried. On a motion by Griepp and a second from Lund, the first reading of Ordinance # 14-07; rezoning the property of 208 S Roberts Street from the residential district to the general business district; was accepted. The motion passed. 

Minnehaha Community Water Corp sent the city a letter stating they will be raising the water rates for the city. After some discussion, the board decided not to raise the rates for Humboldt resident. They will revisit the topic at a later date if so needed. 
Updates on the office computers are needed. Siemonsma will be checking on prices for the updates and will report to the council any written bids on the project. 

Minnehaha Planning & Zoning will be having an open house at the Humboldt Community Center on October 16th. The council decided to waive the $400 damage deposit to the county but the county will still be responsible for any damage done to the center while in use by the county. 

The Verizon Tower project was discussed along with multiple road access options. Daryl will check into obtaining easements for the access road and report to the council their different options. 

Department Reports:
Sheriff – 40.52 hours were logged for the city for the month of August. Full report is on file at the Finance Office. 
Finance Officer – Siemonsma will look into making some unified stickers to place on all city property for means of identification and inventory. Lund presented the board with the 2013 audit report and the findings of the report.  The full report is available at the City Office. The audit report will also be published in the paper. 

A motion was made by Lund to approve all claims in the amount of $28,627.13.  The motion was seconded by Schmeichel. Motion carried. The second reading for the city-wide garbage ordinance was tabled until the meeting on 9/22/14 to leave time for any residents to come forth with questions or concerns.
Siemonsma was directed to obtain recommended updates for Humboldt’s Building Codes. The building codes will be visited at a later meeting when SECOG or the city building inspector can attend a meeting. 

The 2015 budget was discussed and the second reading will be done at the meeting on September 22nd to allow for a couple final changes to be put in place. 


With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:32pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Lund.
