Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, October 11, 2016 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee, Theresa Muth and Ritchy Griepp. Amanda Siemonsma and Mike Beaner were present for city personnel. Others present were Jon Fischer from Stockwell Engineers and Fred and Erin Konechne. 
The agenda was amended to add discussion on fire hydrants under water department. A motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp. Motion carried.
A motion made by Muth to approve the September 26th meeting minutes was seconded by Schmeichel. Motion carried. A motion made by VanZee to approve the September 29th special meeting minutes was seconded by Griepp. Motion carried with Lund, Schmeichel, Griepp and VanZee voting aye and Muth abstaining. 

Short open discussion was held about stray cats around town. Residents are encouraged to call the city office if they trap stray cats so the city can take them to the SF Humane Society to eliminate the cost of having the Humane Society respond to the calls in town. 

Old Business: Jon Fischer was present to discuss with the council the pay application #3 for the sewer project. A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve pay application #3 for $352,671.76. Motion carried. 

Fischer also presented the council with the problem on Ford Street with the drainage and culverts. There needs to be trenches dug on both east and west sides of Ford Street to make ditches to better the draining. He also recommends that Humboldt hire Infratrack to televise the culverts to inspect for clogging, damage and or anything inhibiting the drainage through the culverts that couldn’t be detected otherwise. Council directed Beaner to clean out the culverts best he could with the equipment on hand first before hiring someone. After this is completed, the culverts will be reevaluated. More information will be held at the next meeting. 

HCC sidewalks were discussed. Fischer presented the council with a quote to remove and replace a few sections of the sidewalk. Council would like to hear a couple other quotes before making a decision. More information will be had at the next meeting. 


Council discussed purchasing a different camera system from the first system that was approved. On a motion from VanZee and a second from Lund, a Samsung camera system was approved at the cost of $649. Motion carried. 


Humboldt museum was discussed and Schmeichel will work on getting a couple other residents to submit appraisals on the building. More information and discussion will be held at the next meeting.
New Business: Resident complaints were discussed and council advised Siemonsma to follow up with the complaints following regulations. Monthly fees were also discussed and council will revisit the fees at the beginning of the year. 
Department Reports:
Sheriff: 44.2 hours were logged in the city in the month of September. The full report is available at City Hall.
Water: City fire hydrants were discussed. The city is in need of having a fire hydrant replaced and installed because it is not functioning correctly. A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to purchase a new hydrant and have it installed for $3000. Motion carried. 
Morris Elcock with Rural Water will be in Humboldt at the end of the month to conduct a leak survey. More information and discussion will be held at the next meeting. 
Utility Manager: Beaner presented the council with the need to replace the radiator on the street sweeper. A motion was made by VanZee and seconded by Griepp to approve the new radiator at the cost of $2000. Motion carried.
Finance Officer: Siemonsma presented the board with the state water plan application. The application has been submitted keeping the town on the water plan through the next two years.  
Siemonsma informed the council she has been selected for jury duty. She will let the council know when she is to report to jury duty along with posting notice on the office door. 
Claims: City financials were reviewed. All claims for the month and current payroll were approved on a motion by Muth and a second by Griepp. Motion carried.
