Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 12, 2014 at Humboldt Community Center. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth and Adam Lund. Allen Schmeichel and Matt Sieverding was absent with cause. Both Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel. Others present were John Jarding. 

The minutes will be reviewed at the next meeting. 

Open discussion on the use of the HCC was discussed for a Kier Murphy benefit and Taekwondo classes. The council will donate the use of the HCC for the benefit and the classes while still requiring a deposit is made in case of any damages. 

Open discussion was had to discuss the moving of the finance office. Jarding stated his opinion on keeping the library where it is. A temporary move of the finance office to share the space of the library was also discussed. No decisions were made. 

The first Town Board meeting on February is moved from the 9th to the 10th. 

BUSINESS: Snow plowing needs to be done on a regular basis after inclement weather. Residents and businesses are reminded to keep the sidewalks cleared and the vehicles off the road. 
The Interactive Building was discussed and the city will be going through the proceedings of getting the building cleared out and demolished due to safety reasons. 
Utility bills will from now on be sent out as postcards. They will no longer come in an envelope unless there is a need. Sending the bills as postcards saves money on postage, envelope costs, labels, ink and time. Please be aware of this change. The monthly newsletters will continue to be available for pickup at the finance office.  

Election 2015 will be held on April 14th, 2015. There are 2 vacancies this year. Petition circulation begins on January 30th. Petitions can be picked up at the finance office. The deadline to file petitions is February 27th by 5pm at the finance office.
Resolution 15-01-12-01 was discussed. This resolution sets the fees and fines established by the city. A motion was made by Griepp to adopt Resolution 15-01-12-01. The motion was seconded by Lund and passed with all present members voting aye. 
Resolution 15-01-12-02 was discussed. This resolution sets the salaries and wages established by the city. A motion was made by Lund to adopt Resolution 15-01-12-02. The motion was seconded by Griepp and passed with all present members voting aye. 

Under Humboldt City Ordinance 1.0202 the Town Board shall hold its regular meetings on the second and fourth Monday of each month. The Town Board is considering revising this ordinance to meet only once on the second Monday of the month. A trial period will be had before the council amends the current ordinance. 
Department Reports:

Fire Department – will hold their annual Fireman Dinner/Fundraiser on February 7th at the Humboldt Comm Center. 


Natural Gas – Northwestern will be invited back to discuss further options with the town board. The next meeting Northwestern will attend will be on January 26th or February 10th.  Siemonsma will prepare average bills from random residents in the town and compare them to the prices offered by Northwestern. 

Sheriff – 43.86 hours were logged for the city for the month of December. Full report is on file at the Finance Office. 

Utility manager – Sieverding will be gone February 12-19. Natural gas, snow plowing, water and sewer issues have been set up to be handled by surrounding utility managers and staff if so needed. 

Finance Officer – Siemonsma will be getting a city cell phone to handle business matters, phone calls and emails. Numbers will be posted at the finance office and on the website. 


The claims list will be reviewed at the next meeting. 


With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:38pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth.
