Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, February 24, 2015 at Humboldt Community Center. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Theresa Muth and Adam Lund. Matt Sieverding and Allen Schmeichel were absent with cause. Both Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel. Others present were Bleau LaFave, Patrick Glover, Chuck Hanisch and Dave Wehde.
A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Lund to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on February 10, 2015. Motion carried. 
BUSINESS: Dave Wehde was present to ask the council to waive past due fees on the foreclosed home he purchased in November 2014. A motion was made by Griepp to waive the past due fees and only bill Wehde from November 2014 on. The motion was seconded by Muth and passed with all present members voting aye. Wehde left the meeting at 7:08pm.
Jerry Graff entered the meeting at 7:08.

Chuck Hanisch was present to discuss with the council the 2015 plans for the baseball association. Hanisch recapped field schedules and dates for tournaments in Humboldt. A new grandstand was discussed and the association is waiting to get bids back and they will present to the council at the next meeting. Mike Mutziger entered the meeting at 7:13pm. The city will be responsible for hiring a person to mow and bag the ball fields this summer. Hanisch and Mutziger left the meeting at 7:24pm.
The agenda was amended to reopen open discussion. 

Jerry Graff was present to ask the council permission to change the drainage at St Ann’s Church to avoid water backup onto the lawn and street. Council sees no issue in the change and will have the church sign a waiver for the change.
Department Reports:

Natural Gas – Bleau LaFave was present from Northwestern Energy to meet with the council about signing a Memorandum of Understanding. The document outlines the city’s intent for proceeding with the sale of the gas system. Glover indicated a small change needing to be made to the document. A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Muth to proceed with signing the document on the terms that the small revision is made. The motion passed. The council will review and sign the document at the next meeting. LaFave left the meeting at 7:55pm.
The council entered into executive session at 7:55pm to discuss the lease on the old Finance Office. They exited executive session at 8:01pm

The council entered into executive session at 8:01 pm to discuss the Interactive building. They exited executive session at 8:06pm. 

The council discussed adding one of the city mowers to surplus property. The council plans to take out ads for bids beginning in April.
