Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 27, 2015 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:33pm with the following members present for roll call: Allen Schmeichel, Adam Lund and Theresa Muth. Daryl Sieverding was present for city personnel. Amanda Siemonsma absent on maternity leave. Brian Skinner and Dave Derschan were also present. 
No minutes were available for review. 
Brian Skinner was present to discuss with the council the plans about putting in a grandstand at the ball field. Skinner presented the council with estimated cost of the grandstand but no specs. Council requested the specs and an itemized breakdown of costs and all costs for materials. Skinner requested the help of the town board to finance the project. Council would like to see the books for the baseball association before making a decision on financing. Sieverding has done some ground work at the ball field already. 

Dave Derschan is interested in purchasing the city lot on Ford Street. Council requested Derschan turn in all specs in writing for costs and then a proposal will be given at the next meeting. 
Stockwell engineering project on the sewer system was discussed. DENR awarded Humboldt an 80% grant to complete the project. The grant approval resolution will be passed next meeting. Stockwell Engineers will be on the next agenda to discuss the project further and what the next steps are.
Natural Gas board wants to learn more about the system. They are curious about the different funds in the city and how all the costs are kept separate and how the funds are maintained in one account. Follow up information and discussion will be on the next agenda. Brenda Haviland was recommended by the gas board to become a member. She will be appointed at the next meeting. 

Clean up day was discussed. Council is wondering about possibly changing the date of the cleanup day. With graduation and other events, the cleanup day might not work out best that weekend. Other weekends will be looked into and vendors will be called about a date change. 

Department Reports: Sieverding started fixing some of the torn up roads in town. He dug out and filled holes with gravel and put cold mix on other pot holes. He will continue to fix the streets as they become a problem.

Pursuant SDCL 1-25-2, the council entered into executive session at 9:20pm for discussion on personnel on a motion by Griepp and a second from Schmeichel. Meeting was called into session at 9:22pm. No motions as a result of executive session.
With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 9:22pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Muth.
