Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, May 11, 2015 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund and Allen Schmeichel. Both Amanda Siemonsma and Daryl Sieverding were present for city personnel. Others present were Heather Van Zee, Jon Brown, Heath Siemonsma and Mike Mutziger. Heather Van Zee took the oath of new council. She will be replacing Matthew Sieverding for the next year until election 2016. 

Minutes from the last meeting were not available for approval.  
John Jarding joined the meeting at 7:07pm. 

BUSINESS: What is to be done with the Interactive building going forward was discussed. The city attorney will be contacted to ensure the proper proceedings are followed. 
Dave Derschan joined the meeting at 7:24pm. 

Mike and Heath were present for the West Central Baseball Association. They discussed with the council the future plans for adding a grandstand and more seating. Finances were discussed and the council will return the Association with a decision on contribution amount in the following week. Mike and Heath left the meeting. 
Dave Derschan was present because he is interested in purchasing land from the city. On a motion by Schmeichel the city will sell the land to Derschan permitting that the city attorney draw up the title work and that the cost is split evenly between Derschan and the city. The motion was seconded by Griepp. Motion carried with all present voting aye. Derschan left the meeting at 7:35pm.
Jon Brown with Stockwell Engineers was present to go over the city sewer project. A motion by Lund to accept Stockwell’s agreement for professional services was seconded by Schmeichel. Motion passed with all present voting aye. Jarding and Brown left the meeting. 
The 2014 Drinking Water report will be mailed out in June.
A motion to accept Resolution 15-05-11giving approval to certain sewer facilities improvements was made Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel. Motion passed. 

Clean up day was discussed. All parties have been notified of duties.

Department Reports:
Fire Department: The contract for fire protection for 2015 was accepted and signed on a motion by Lund contingent on the receiving the fire departments’ 2014 Annual Report. The motion was seconded by Schmeichel. Motion passed. 

Natural Gas: Brenda Haviland was appointed to serve on the natural gas board on a motion by Griepp and a second from Schmeichel. Motion passed. 


Sheriff: 42.62 hours were logged in the month of April. Full report on file at city hall. 

Utility Manger:  Sieverding needs a new pressure washer or get the current one fixed. He will bring estimates to the next meeting. He will also get estimates to repair Roberts St.  

Finance Officer: Siemonsma will be working on typing up the minutes from prior meetings. Unable to attest to the minutes, minutes will need to be read and signed prior to publication. 
All claims were approved on a motion by Schmeichel and a second from VanZee. Motion passed. Daryl Sieverding was appointed the Utility Manager on a motion made by Schmeichel and a second by VanZee. The motion carried with all present members voting aye.

Patrick Glover with Meierhenry Sargent was designated the city attorney on a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Griepp. The motion carried with all present members voting aye. 

Reliabank is designated as the financial institution of choice on a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Griepp. The motion carried with 3 members voting aye and Lund abstaining. 

Minnehaha Scheriff is designated as the law enforcement of choice on a motion by Griepp and a second from Lund. The motion carried with 3 members voting aye and one nay. 

The Minnehaha Messenger was designated as the legal publication of choice by the council on a motion by Griepp and a second from Schmeichel. The motion carried with all members voting aye. 

 According to SDCL 1-25-2 Siemonsma called executive session at 9:41pm to discuss personnel matters. Sieverding left the meeting.  They exited executive session at 10:01pm.
After exiting executive session at 10:01 pm, the council proceeded discuss the baseball association request. On a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Lund the city will help the Baseball Association fund the grandstand and seating for an amount up to $26,000 on the terms that half the money be paid back to the city within five years and terms to be determined. Motion carried. 

With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 10:26pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from VanZee.
