Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, May 26, 2015 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee and Allen Schmeichel. Amanda Siemonsma was present for city personnel. Heath Siemonsma was also present. 

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on May 11, 2015. Motion passed. 
BUSINESS: 
Heath was present for the West Central Baseball Association. He discussed with the council the baseball association’s finances and that they needed to obtain the bleacher seating this year to allow for future games at the Humboldt facility which in turn would generate business for Humboldt. He asked the council to reconsider their loan to the baseball association. After some discussion, a motion was made by Schmeichel to allow the baseball association to have the money with no need to pay it back to the city. The motion died due to lack of a second. Lund made a motion to give the baseball association a maximum of $18,000 to pay for the bleacher seating. Griepp seconded the motion. Motion passed.
City fireworks will be provided by the city and will be displayed after the Gamecocks game on July 11. 

What should be done with the old tires in the Interactive building was discussed. More information will be gathered and the city attorney will be contacted as to what the city can do. More discussion will be had at the next meeting. 

Department Reports:
Finance Officer: Siemonsma presented the council with different options for a pressure washer that would not cost so much to preserve the budget. The council will review the different pressure washers with Daryl and decide on a purchase price. 
Employee hours and overtime was discussed by the council. Lund made the motion to have separate payroll checks issued to employees, one with the regular 80 hours and a second with any overtime hours, so they can be reviewed by the council at the meetings. In addition to separate checks, detailed timecards will also be reviewed at the meetings. VanZee seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 7:48pm on a motion by Griepp and a second from Schmeichel.
