Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday June 8, 2015 at Humboldt City Hall. Mayor Ritchy Griepp called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Theresa Muth and Allen Schmeichel. Heather VanZee was absent with cause. Daryl Sieverding and Amanda Siemonsma were present for city personnel. Jon Brown with Stockwell Engineering was present and City Attorney Patrick Glover was also present. 

A motion was made by Griepp and seconded by Schmeichel to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on May 26, 2015. Motion passed. 
A motion was made by Schmeichel and seconded by Griepp to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on March 12, 2015. Motion passed. 

Short open discussion was held to discuss the Humboldt Fun Days. Information will be up on the marquee to give plenty of notice to residents and visitors.

BUSINESS: 

Fireworks will be held after the Gamecocks game on July 11th. Fireworks will again be set off by the fire department and Siemonsma will get a hold of them. 


The tires in the Interactive building will start to be thrown out of the building and disposed of at the Sioux Falls landfill. City will pay for the removal and disposal of the tires and can assess the property owner. 


After some discussion, a motion was made by Lund to increase the sewer rate by $5 due to the upcoming sewer project. The motion was seconded by Muth. Motion carried. 

A lot of city owned land will be up for sale shortly. On a motion by Muth the land will be sold because it is no longer necessary for the purpose for which it was acquired. The motion was seconded by Schmeichel. Motion passed. Siemonsma will look at hiring an appraiser. 


Jon Brown was present from Stockwell Engineering to go over the sewer project and discuss finalizing the loan. He will be present at the next meeting to discuss further.

Sheriff: 45.92 hours were logged for the month of May. The full report is on file at the Finance Office.


Utility Manager: Park upgrades were discussed. The old shelter is ripped down and new cement pads are going to be poured. The swing set might be moved to the ball fields if a good one can be found to replace the current ones at the park. Cement will also be poured at the ball field to act as a base for the bleachers.
