Humboldt City Council Meeting Minutes 
The Humboldt City Council met in regular session on Monday, June 22, 2015 at Humboldt City Hall. Trustee Allen Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present for roll call: Adam Lund, Heather VanZee and Theresa Muth. Mayor Ritchy Griepp was absent with cause. Daryl Sieverding and Amanda Siemonsma were present for city personnel. Others present were Ellie Sturdevant and Blair Bathke. 

A motion was made by Muth and seconded by Lund to approve the minutes for the regular meeting held on June 8, 2015. Motion passed with 3 ayes and 1 member abstaining.
Short open discussion was held concerning camp spaces in town. Interest in having camp sites available at the park was shown by the board. More discussion will be had at the next council meeting in July. 

BUSINESS: 

The agenda was revised moving Hartford Transit to the top. Ellie Sturdevant and Blair Bathke were present to discuss the potential of having the Hartford Area Transit travel to Humboldt to be available to our residents as well. The council thought this would be a very valuable service to our residents; therefore, Humboldt residents are encouraged to call the Hartford Area Transit phone number and express their interest in using the shuttle bus. If there is enough interest from Humboldt residents, the transit will look at expanding into town. The shuttle phone number is 605-906-1483. A reminder will also be included on the next utility bill. 


The Interactive building in town is in the process of being readied to be torn down. The city will be advertising and accepting sealed bids for the demolition of the building through July. 

The city owned lot on Ford Street was discussed and the city will be getting an appraisal of the lot in the next couple weeks. After the appraisal, bid notice of the surplus property will be given by publishing the notice in our legal newspaper.  The notice will describe the property and the date and time when the bids will be opened. 

Stockwell Engineers have had surveying technicians in town. The surveying will continue until the engineers have all the adequate information they require and that is needed for the sewer project to proceed. 


Sieverding will spray for mosquitos as soon as possible. The weather has not been cooperative in getting it done. The spraying needs to be done with no rain in the forecast and on a calm night. The wind is a major factor because it does keep the mosquitos away but it would also blow the spray away and render it ineffective. The council understands the mosquito nuisance and will see to the spraying soon. 

The City of Sioux Falls’ annual surplus auction will be held on September 26, 2015. Humboldt will get a list of item on surplus and decide if there are things the town needs. If so, this will save Humboldt money buying it at surplus prices. 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

Utility Manager: Sieverding gave the council an update on the progress of the park upgrades. The council is interested in purchasing new park and playground equipment and Siemonsma will look in to different items and prices and report back to the council at the next meeting in July. 
Finance Officer: Siemonsma will be returning back full-time from maternity leave. The office will resume the hours of 7:30 – 3:30 Monday through Friday. Siemonsma thanks everyone for their patience on her leave and is excited to be back. 

CLAIMS:
Payroll: On a motion by Schmeichel and a second from Muth payroll for June was approved. Motion carried with all members present voting aye.
